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Annex 6. Definition of terms
1. Youth- the main target group in the concept approved by the resolution N 7054 of July 17, 2020 of the Parliament of Georgia (the concept of the youth policy of Georgia for 2020-2030) comprises young people aged 14-29.  “The State Youth Strategy 2023-2026” also applies to the age group of 6-13; thus, the age group of 6-29 was defined as the target of the strategy. 
2. Youth activity - a broad term combining social, cultural, educational, environmental and/or political activities; The youth activity is based on the process of non-formal and formal external learning in which young people are voluntarily involved. Youth activity, on a professional or voluntary basis, is carried out by an youth worker in groups or individually, for, by and with young people.
 Youth activity is, foremost, a social practice that is performed with young people and the community where they live, and it facilitates the development and well-being of young people, their active participation and integration in public life.[footnoteRef:1]  [1:  Recommendation CM/Rec(2017)4 of the Committee of Ministers to member States on youth work - https://search.coe.int/cm/Pages/result_details.aspx?ObjectId=090000168070831d ] 

3. Youth (young people`a) policy - the visions of the government and society which are realised in public policy, are inter-sectoral and combine all those decisions and processes which influence different areas of lives of young people - employment, housing, education, health, recreation, culture, etc.
 The youth policy should reflect the challenges and obstacles for young people in the period leading from childhood to adulthood and be based on the policy goals and principles set forth by the local council, national government and/or intergovernmental organisations.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  European Framework for Youth Youth Policy; https://rm.coe.int/european-framework-for-youth-policy-eng/16809096b6 ] 

4. Youth worker - a person who carries out youth activities, works with young people in various types of non-formal environment and as a rule, aims to promote their personal and social development by voluntarily involving young people in individual and/or group activities.[footnoteRef:3] A youth worker may hold a state certificate of an international or local youth worker recognised by the relevant agency. 5. Youth sector - the area in which the process of development and implementation of youth policy and youth activities is taking place. 
6. Youth organisation (the same as children’s and youth union) - a non-entrepreneurial (non-commercial) legal entity established in accordance with Georgian legislation the founding documents of which specify that the main area of operation of the organisation is related to the development of young people.  Also, a non-entrepreneurial (non-commercial) legal entity established in accordance with Georgian legislation the founding documents of which specify that at least 2/3 of its members are citizens under the age of 29, with a common interest and united to protect their rights and freedoms. 
7. Youth initiative - publicly beneficial action of young people undertaken individually or in a group to achieve a certain goal or solve a problem with a view to bringing about positive changes. Youth initiatives can be one-time or regular, or short and long-term;

8. Youth area - a place where young people are provided with the opportunity to communicate and interact with each other in an informal environment. It is a environment that is favourable to them, where they gather, jointly plan and implement various types of activities, participate in cultural-creative, educational, sports, environmental and other events, have the opportunity to develop basic competencies, exchange and share experiences and knowledge with each other. In practice, we find the following types of youth areas:

1. Youth Center - a area where structured, non-formal education-based quality training events for young people take place and where youth specialists work.
2. Youth room - in practice, a youth room is called a place that is mainly an unstructured and non-organised area for young people. Any activity in the youth room is performed under the supervision and support of a youth worker. 
3. Open Youth Center - an open space for young people, where they can spend their leisure time in a calm, safe, agreeable environment that is adjusted to their interests and needs. The door of the Open Youth Center is always open to young people, no lists of attending young people are made (in order to avoid group recruitment and imposition of limits to the group size). 
4. Hobby-educational institution - a social and recreational center that supports young people in the development of physical, social, emotional and cognitive abilities, gives them a chance to become actively engaged in socialisation processes, meet friends and participate in various interesting activities.

9. Youth services - a chain of preliminarily organised activities for young people created to develop and engage young people in public, civic and economic life or to improve their quality of life.[footnoteRef:5] [5:  Ibid.] 

10. Youth Participation - participation and civic activism means holding rights, facilities, space and opportunities and where necessary, support for participation and involvement in a decision-making process to form a better society.[footnoteRef:6] [6:  Revised European Charter on Participation of Young People in Local and Regional Lives.] 

11. Youth-friendly - taking into consideration the age, development, needs, abilities and interests of young people when taking decisions regarding the development of the youth policy and youth-related issues.      
12. Non-formal education - any planned, voluntary programme of individual and social education that is not part of formal training programmes and aims to develop skills and competencies, and that a person obtains independently of professional education and educational programmes provided for by Georgian legislation, for example, by means of youth activities.
 
13. Stakeholder - a natural person, local self-government, institution of any organisational-legal form, international governmental and non-governmental and/or local non-governmental organisation, the main or one of the segments of the scope of which is youth and which influences (positively or negatively) the outcome of youth policy or youth activities.[footnoteRef:7] [7:  Definitions of the meaning of specific terms pertaining to youth activities; https://mooc.youthagency.gov.ge/%E1%83%9A%E1%83%94%E1%83%A5%E1%83%A1%E1%83%98%E1%83%99%E1%83%9D%E1%83%9C%E1%83%98/#1621521904264-537e82b0-3466 ] 

14. Co-governance - the co-governance model implies that responsibility and influence are shared equally between state representatives and the youth. Co-management model that has been operating in the youth sector of the Council of Europe for 40 years, is a living example of participatory democracy. This model brings together representatives of youth organisations and public bodies responsible for youth issues. This is a unique model of cooperation, where youth organisations and governments have an equal voice in the process of decision-making relating to the youth sector of the Council of Europe. 15. Inter-cultural dialogue - open sharing of viewpoints based on mutual understanding and mutual respect between individuals or groups of people who perceive themselves as individuals or groups of a different cultural affiliation.

16. Mass sports - part of sports that includes physical activities and that is conducted in an organised or non-organised manner and that also contributes to the physical development of a person and/or enhancement of health.[footnoteRef:10] [10:  Ibid.] 

17. Mobility - free movement of schoolchildren, students and academic personnel to participate in the learning, teaching and research process, both in Georgia and abroad that, under the law, is followed by the recognition of the education and credits acquired in the period of qualification upgrade or study.[footnoteRef:11]   [11:  Ibid.] 

18. Volunteering - a publicly useful activity that is carried out by a person to help others by his/her free will and that is not motivated by receiving any financial or material benefits.[footnoteRef:12] There can be various short-term and long-term volunteering activities, such as environmental volunteering, public volunteering, social volunteering, volunteering at schools, volunteering at public educational, cultural or sports events, etc. [12:  Law of Georgia on Volunteerism; https://matsne.gov.ge/ka/document/view/3132612?publication=3 ] 

19. Volunteer - a person (in the case of the strategy - an youth) who carries out volunteering activities with the permission of the host organisation and in its interests.
20. For the purposes of the strategy, to “young people with less opportunities“ belong or its status is defined by one, several or all of the following factors:
· Health condition - young people who have chronic physical health problems, serious diseases and/or mental health problems, etc.; 
· Learning-related restrictions - young people who have special educational needs or who are outside of compulsory (primary or basic) education or are at risk to be outside of compulsory education, etc.;
· Young people affected by the conflict - young people living in the villages adjoining the occupation line; young people from internally displaced families;
· Cultural factor - immigrants or descendants of immigrant families, persons under international protection in Georgia (refugees and persons holding a humanitarian status), asylum seekers, stateless persons and others;

· Economic factor - young people with a low standard of living, dependent on the social security system, young people living under the conditions of long-term unemployment or poverty, NEET-youth, homeless young people, etc.;

· [bookmark: _heading=h.30j0zll]Social factor - young people exposed to discrimination due to gender, age, sexual orientation, disabilities and other reasons; youth victims of violence and trafficking; young people with limited social skills, anti-social or high-risk behaviour; young people in dangerous environments and situations; (former) convicts and prisoners; young people exposed to chemical and behavioural addiction, including gambling; minor and/or young single parents; orphans; young people under and out of state care and others;
· Geographical factor - young people living in mountainous and hard-to-reach settlements; young people living in areas with less developed infrastructure (limited public transport, disorderly infrastructure), etc.
21. NEET youth - an youth outside of education, employment or training, an inactive and/or unemployed youth who is outside of education, employment or training. 22. Structural dialogue - an open and transparent tool through which young people, together with decision-makers and other stakeholders fully participate in the identification, development, evaluation and monitoring of youth policy priorities in the environment that is favourable to them.
23. Physical activity is a movement of the body that uses muscle energy. Physical activity has various forms: Walking or cycling, organised and non-organised sports training, active recreation (dancing, yoga, etc.), physical work, etc. An intensity rate is used to characterise physical activity.[footnoteRef:14] [14:  Ibid.] 

24. Formal education - general, professional and higher education system. 
25. Education that is external to formal education (informal education) - means a lifelong process during which each individual acquires attitudes, values, skills and knowledge by means of educational resources and the influence of these resources, in his/her own environment or from everyday experience (in the family, in the circle of peers or neighbours, in relations with acquaintances, in the library, through mass media, at the workplace, at the gathering place for entertainment and sports competitions, etc.).[footnoteRef:15] [15:  https://rm.coe.int/1680496561] 

26. Person with disabilities - a person with a stable physical, mental, intellectual or sensory impairment, whose interaction with various obstacles may prevent that person from fully and effectively participating in public life on equal terms with others;[footnoteRef:16] [16:  Law of Georgia on the Rights of Persons with Limited Capabilities; https://matsne.gov.ge/ka/document/view/4923984?publication=1 ] 

27. 28. Hobby-education is a direction of youth activities aimed at diverse development of young people based on their interests/hobbies. Hobby-education is undertaken on the basis of national or institutional curriculum with the voluntary participation of young people.
